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Fatalities amongst Holehird Tarn Swans

Last year our two resident swans brought up a family of five cygnets, two of which in
November of last year were killed by a fox (we presume). The discovery was made by
Margaret Smith and Fred Dunning who had just completed the last of their twice-yearly
Health & Safety inspections and had decided to look at the Tarn now that it is in our
charge.

On approaching the Tarn from the Octagonal Fountain, they spotted piles of white feathers
spread out over the grass. A solitary adult swan looking very distracted stood by the Tarn
side of the fence. Margaret then spotted another swan (which turned out to be a full-grown
cygnet) trapped by its wing in the wire mesh on the iron fence. It was in obvious distress
and bleeding from wounds.

Margaret raced up to Reception to telephone the RSPCA,; they contacted a vet in
Windermere who arrived at Holehird within the hour. “We all made our way down to the
stricken cygnet”, said Margaret, “and were amazed and relieved to see three cygnets and
both parents alive and well. The vet extracted the stricken cygnet from the wire mesh and
discovered that it had multiple fractures in its wing. Very reluctantly, we all agreed that it
had no chance of survival and so the vet put it down. Later, John Ashley lifted the three
surviving cygnets back over the fence to join their parents.”

For 40 years, John Massey has built up the reputation of Ashwood Nurseries in the West
Midlands through his passion for plants, especially Lewisias (of which he holds the
National Collection), Helleborus, Cyclamen species, Hepatica and, more recently, Salvia
and Hydrangea. Gold medals have been awarded to his exhibits at Westminster, and in
2003 he received the Veitch Memorial medal for his contribution to the advancement of the
science of horticulture. He has created a new garden to show that there are still many
more plants worthy of attention.
